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ROYAL MAIL CONTRACT FUELS SUCCESS OF LOCAL FIRM   
A Birmingham company which can trace its history back for over a century and a half has fuelled its drive for further success by winning a contract with Royal Mail. 

JA Envirotanks, which employs just under 75 people at its site in central Birmingham, has been awarded a contract to supply Royal Mail with diesel oil storage tanks. 
JA Envirotanks, a division of Joseph Ash Limited, manufactures steel storage tanks in Birmingham. They are designed so that oil is held in an inner storage tank which is encased by an outer weatherproof tank, known as a bund, safely containing any leakage. 
Effectively tanks within tanks, they require only a hard standing to operate and will be used by Royal Mail to store diesel for fuelling stations which will service their fleet at over a hundred sites throughout the UK.
The tanks can be made immediately Royal Mail require them, with JA Envirotanks keeping over 400 tonnes of steel on site, appropriately sized to suit their product range. 
Delivery is then made on low-loading vehicles, extendable trailers or steerable rear axle vehicles for the larger tanks.
Simon Procter, Commercial Manager at JA Envirotanks said “Investment and hard work have played a key role in our development and we secured this contract in the face of stiff competition.
“We realise that benefits from our investment including product development, cranage and semi-automatic welding equipment can effectively be passed on to the customer, in this case Royal Mail.

“As a result, we can provide Royal Mail with the complete turn key package, from manufacture to delivery of tank complete with pumping equipment that can be in operation within hours.” 
JA Envirotanks, part of Hill & Smith Holdings PLC, has been established in tank manufacture at its Birmingham factory since 1857. 
David Grove, Chief Executive of Hill & Smith Holdings PLC, is delighted with the contract win.

“This is a great leap forward and is an example of our policy of concentrating our investment in businesses that have a strong market share and a real potential to win new business of this kind” he said. 
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
